2. RECRUITING GUIDANCE

HERE’S HOW IT WORKS

3) The results of this workout coupled with the 
questionnaire you’ll complete will comprise your
PERSONAL PLAYER PROFILE. Your evaluation
will also include a prescription for improvement
plan so that you can better your baseball skills.

4) The filming will take place at the Evaluation 
Session in  “STRUCTURED PRACTICE 
SITUATIONS” DESIGNED TO MAXIMIZE
EXPOSURE. An instructional period providing
recommendations and tips will precede the filming.
The video footage will then be professionally edited
and prepared to ensure enhanced picture quality.
